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Instruments reported 

At the Committee’s meeting on 10 October 2007, it scrutinised a number of 
instruments and decided to draw the special attention of both Houses to two of them in 
accordance with its Standing Orders. The Instruments and the grounds for reporting 
them are given below. Relevant Departmental memoranda are published as appendices 
to this report.  

1  S.I. 2007/1831: reported for requiring elucidation 

Crime and Disorder (Prescribed Information) Regulations 2007 (S.I. 2007/1831) 

1.1 The Committee draws the special attention of both Houses of Parliament to these 
Regulations on the ground that in one respect they require elucidation. 

1.2 The Schedule to this instrument sets out the descriptions of depersonalised information 
which relevant authorities are required to share under section 17A of the Crime and 
Disorder Act 1998. In two cases the information is the general postcode address of certain 
persons admitted to hospital. Regulation 1(2) defines “general postcode address” as 
meaning the outward part of the postcode of an address. 

1.3 The Committee was unfamiliar with the expression “outward part” in relation to a 
postcode, which does not appear in the commonly used dictionaries or even in the Post 
Office’s explanation of postcodes on its website.  

1.4 In a memorandum printed at Appendix 1, the Home Office explains that the 
expression means the part of a postcode before the internal space (e.g. SW1P or NW2) but 
not the number and letters which come after that space. An explanation of this term is to 
be found in a Cabinet Office document published on its website.  

1.5 The Committee does not agree with the Department that the expression is well known 
to the public at large, but it does accept that it is likely to be familiar to those directly 
affected by the Regulations, namely public authorities and in particular Primary Care 
Trusts and Local Health Boards. The Committee accordingly reports these Regulations 
on the ground that the expression “outward part of the postcode” calls for the 
elucidation provided in the Department’s memorandum. 

2  S.I. 2007/1947: reported for unjustifiable delay in notifying 
the Lord Speaker and the Speaker of the House of Commons 

Company and Business Names (Amendment) Regulations 2007 (S.I. 2007/1947) 

2.1 The Committee draws the special attention of both Houses to these Regulations on 
the ground that there was an unjustified delay in notifying the Lord Speaker and the 
Speaker of the House of Commons that the instrument came into force before it was 
laid before Parliament. 
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2.2 These Regulations were laid before Parliament on 10th July 2007 and came into force 
on that day. Section 4 of the Interpretation Act 1978 (as applied to subordinate legislation) 
provides that an instrument comes into force at the beginning of the day on which it is 
stated to come into force. These Regulations therefore came into force immediately after 
midnight at the start of 10th July. Under the proviso to section 4(1) of the Statutory 
Instruments Act 1946 the Lord Speaker and the Speaker of the House of Commons must 
be notified forthwith in such a case. The required notifications were not in fact given until 
30th July, after the Committee had raised the matter with the Department for Business, 
Enterprise and Regulatory Reform. 

2.3 In an undated memorandum printed at Appendix 2, the Department expresses regret 
that the notification was not, because of an administrative oversight, given sooner. The 
Committee therefore reports that there was an unjustified delay in notifying the Lord 
Speaker and the Speaker of the House of Commons that this instrument came into 
force before it was laid.
